Downtown Project Update
March 11, 2016

The Downtown Project is underway!  In the next week or so, we anticipate that the contractors will begin working on Main Street and with that will come additional street closures and some changes in traffic flow and parking.  

We have drawn a map to help you visualize what to expect.  Once the contractor moves on to Main Street, barricades (indicated with black lines on the map) will be installed at the intersection of Platt and Main to block access to any North bound traffic and barricades will be installed just north of James Street to block ALL traffic on the 200 block of North Main.  The areas that will be closed are highlighted in green.

Upon that, the 100 block of North Main will essentially become a one way street with traffic being able to enter Main from James Street.  All parking on the 100 block of North Main (highlighted in yellow) will become southbound parking.  The City would like to urge business and property owners to have their employees and/or tenants park in other areas to leave ample room for customer parking.

[bookmark: _GoBack]Maquoketa State Bank has allowed the City to use some of their employee parking for customer parking downtown (highlighted in orange).  This will be for customer parking only and is not to be used for employee or tenant parking.

The alley behind businesses on the East side of the 100 block of North Main will become a one-way alley during the project.  The traffic flow is indicated with red arrows on the map.

Brad Deery has allowed the City to use some of their parking lot for customer parking downtown as well (highlighted in pink).  This will be for customer parking only and is not to be used for employee or tenant parking.

The alley between the Post Office and Brad Deery’s parking lot will be used to utilize the parking being provided by Brad Deery.  The traffic flow is indicated with blue arrows on the map.

The green arrows on the map indicate the normal traffic flow in other areas of the project.

We’d like to thank everybody for their patience and understanding during this project.  We will continue to keep you updated as best as we can as the project continues.
