Downtown Project Update
April 18, 2016

Today, the contractors will began work on Main Street that will close the entire 100 and 200 block of North Main, along with a portion of James Street.

We anticipate that North Main will be closed down until mid-August.

However, due to some minor issues with traffic flow, we have made some modifications to the map that was released on Thursday, April 14th.  Please continue to keep in mind that ALL businesses in this area will remain open during the construction.  Although the streets in this area will be closed and under construction, the sidewalks will remain open.

Once again, we have drawn up a map to help you visualize what to expect.

Once the contractor moves further down Main Street, barricades (indicated with black lines on the map) will be installed at the intersection of Platt and Main to block access to all traffic.  The areas that will be closed are highlighted in green.

The closure of James Street will result in the Post Office temporarily relocating their mail drop box to their parking lot area, this is labeled on the map.  To access the post office drop box, please follow the signs that will clearly mark the entrance (marked with purple arrows).  To exit, please proceed through the parking lot and follow the signs which will direct you to the exit.  You will cross Quarry Street and proceed through the alley to Apple Street (marked with gray arrows).

There is also a Post Office drop box located in the McDonald’s parking lot that customers can use.  This drop box is picked up at 3:00 p.m.  

Brad Deery will continue to allow the City to use some of their parking lot for customer parking downtown as well (highlighted in pink).  This will be for customer parking only and is not to be used for employee or tenant parking.  If you wish to park in this area, please follow the signs and use the alley for access (marked with blue arrows).  To exit, please follow the alley across Quarry Street to Apple Street (marked with gray arrows).

Maquoketa State Bank will also continue to allow the City to use some of their employee parking for customer parking downtown (highlighted in orange).  This will be for customer parking only and is not to be used for employee or tenant parking.

The alley behind businesses on the East side of the 100 block of North Main will remain a one-way alley during the project.  The traffic flow is indicated with red arrows on the map.

The green arrows on the map indicate the normal traffic flow in other areas of the project.
