Downtown Project Update
April 29, 2016

On Tuesday, May 3rd, the City of Maquoketa will be closing the intersection of Platt Street and Main Street to allow the construction for the downtown project to continue.

We understand that this will cause some issues with traffic flow, parking and access to downtown businesses.

We would like everyone to keep in mind that we are doing our best to keep access to the downtown businesses during construction.  Sidewalk access will remain open except when underground work is being done for each individual property.  The sidewalks may not be as wide as they were and there may be areas where the cement has been removed and rock has been placed, but they will remain open.

[bookmark: _GoBack]To help you understand how the traffic flow will be changed, we have drawn up a map (labeled April 29th update).  Please keep in mind that this map goes into effect on TUESDAY, MAY 3RD.

Areas to be closed are highlighted in green.  Barricades are indicated with black lines.

The post office will continue to have their drop box located in their parking lot.  Please use James Street and then follow the directional signs to access this area.  This is also how you will access the Decker House and other Main Street business parking that is being provided by Brad Deery (highlighted in pink).

Maquoketa State Bank will continue to offer parking in their lot (highlighted in orange) for downtown visitors as well.  This is for customer parking only and is not to be used for employee or tenant parking.

Please keep in mind that the alley behind businesses on the East side of the 100 block of North Main will remain a one-way alley during the project.  That traffic flow is indicated with red arrows on the map.

In addition to the extra parking being provided by Maquoketa State Bank and Brad Deery, the City does have public parking lots.  These areas are identified in the parking diagram map that the City has drawn up.

Some other things to keep in mind as the project progresses:
· Trash cans will be removed from Main Street to help make room for pedestrian traffic
· Street lights on the 100 block of North Main will be kept on as long as possible, if they are removed, temporary lights will be installed
· Detours will be in place for any non-thru traffic that would typically utilize Main and/or Platt Street
