WHEN THE JAMES STREET APPROACH IS OPEN AFTER PAVING IN A WEEK OR SO, THE QUARRY EXIT WILL CLOSE TO PREP IT FOR QUARRY PAVING.

EMERGENCY ACCESS ROUTES REMAIN THE SAME.
